The Seventh Bulletin of the Emergency Agriculture and Food Security Surveillance
System (EmA-FSS) was released by the Ministry of Agriculture (MoA) with technical
support from FAO

The proportion of households relying on purchase as the main source of food has
nearly doubled compared fo the first week of May 2020 and the week ending on
2 August 2020. The southern region has recorded the highest increase indicative
of depleting food stock at household level.

Mobilisation of technical support fo finalize communication materials directed at
farmers by Department of Agriculture Extension Services (DAES) and stakeholders
during the third week of August 2020 supported by Cluster members including
SANE Project and FAO

Needs and gaps
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Addifional funding is required to prepare for the rain-fed agriculture season. The
Agriculture Cluster has managed to source only USD 5,832,000 as confirmed and
pledged contributions, which represents only 19% of fotal needs.

Guidance with protocols and provision of PPE items for Agriculture Extension
Workers continues to be a gap in the response.
